An 
application and approval is required 
before a student may register for

MGMT8900, MIS8979, MIS8989, 
and MIS8999.

Pathway to Graduation:

Along with the 
academic calendar, many students find that having a regular calendar 
with the semester’s assignments filled out at the beginning of term 
helps with time management.
