Jose began his career at GSU as a part-time employee for the Project Hope Program 
helping it grow from serving 150 to over 400 Latino high school students. After he 
received his Master of Business Administration Degree here, Jose became the Director 
of the Project Hope program. In 2007, Jose moved into the Office of Admission and 
Student Recruitment as a coordinator and admissions recruiter.  He took on the role of 
Transfer Coordinator in March 2007.
