The student would receive
an Associate of Arts (AA) degree from one of the CCC and a Bachelor of Fine Arts (BFA) degree in Art - Studio Arts from
GovState. All students are admitted conditionally. The art faculty will monitor and evaluate student progress continuously.
All art students will have a mandatory portfolio evaluation after 1 year of enroliment.
