Applying for Financial Aid

File your FAFSA early—Illinois Monetary Assistance Programs (MAP) grants are awarded on a
first-come, first-served basis and do not require repayment. When funds run out, grants are no
longer available even to qualifying students, so don't procrastinate on completing your FAFSA.
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
